Omar was born in Nishapur, Iran. 

He was a Persian mathematician, 

poet and astronomer. Omar 

Khayyam (”Omar the tentmaker”) 

was  a  mathemat i c i an  and 

astronomer, and worked at the 

royal court as astronomer. He was 

h ighly  apprec iated for  h is 

achievements in the field of 

algebra and geometry.

In 1077 he issued an important 

work that solved problems with 

the mathematics of Euclid, 

problems mathematicians in 

Europe managed to solve only 5-

600 years later. From 1074 to 1079 

Khayyam worked on a reform of 

the calendar system. The new 

system was used until 1925 in 

Persia (now Iran).

He is chiefly remembered for his 

poems, collected in Rabayat, even 

though now is believed that a 

large part of the 1,000 four-line 

stanzas cannot be attributed to 

him. Omar Khayyam's fame in the 

West came with the paraphrase 

by the British Edward Fitzgerald in 

1859. Mankind Pleasure of life, life 

and destiny, realization of sin and 

moralization are among the 

topics which are included in the 

Rabayat.

AI-Powered Technology
Have you ever wondered how robots are becoming more intelligent 

and helpful in our lives? One exciting reason is Artificial Intelligence, or 

AI. AI gives robots the ability to think and learn, almost like how 

humans do!

In robotics, AI helps robots to do amazing things, like helping in 

hospitals, exploring outer space, or even cleaning our homes! AI makes 

robots smart by teaching them how to make decisions and solve 

problems on their own.

Space Exploration
In space, robots with AI and sensors explore planets and moons. They 

use cameras to take pictures and sensors to measure things like 

temperature and radiation levels. Some robots even have tools to dig 

and collect samples of rocks and soil.  

Self-Driving Cars
Self-driving cars use special sensors like cameras, radar, and lasers 

(called LiDAR) to see the world around them. Cameras take pictures to 

recognize traffic lights and people, while radar senses objects nearby, 

even in bad weather. LiDAR creates 3D maps to help the car navigate 

safely. These sensors work together with smart AI programs that learn 

from the data they collect. This helps the cars drive on their own, 

making roads safer and letting people relax during their journeys.

These cars have advanced driver-assistance systems (ADAS) that can 

handle certain driving tasks under specific conditions.
